Compensation:
For undergraduates:  Full tuition (minus the university technology fee)
For Post-bac, AR/AEL:  Stipend of $3300/quarter plus tuition.

· Scholarship recipients for the Noyce program will receive funding for the academic year 2008/2009.  Students can reapply for additional support for subsequent years pending available funds.

· For every year of support provided by the Noyce Scholarship Program, students will be required to secure a position in a HIGH NEED school district.
